The Task

You are to choose one of the following three topics and present a response in written, oral or multimedia form. In your analysis you are to deconstruct the ways in which the composers have manipulated the musical elements and evaluate the relationships of the musical elements to context, genre and style.  
1) Compare and contrast two songs of your choice.  Note, the two songs you choose should exemplify the similarities and/or differences you are trying to highlight in your analysis.

2) Analyse in detail one song of your choice with respect to a hypothesis or journalistic angle.  

3) Analyse a song that you have written yourself.  Please note, the recording of the song should have sufficient complexity and depth to be suitable for analysis.  Please be aware that while lyrics may help shed light on some of the musical features of the song, lyrical analysis is not considered eligible for marking.
