The Task

Your task is to prepare, practice and perform any piece of music of your choosing.   

· Your final result is based ONLY on the quality of your performance, see the criteria sheet for details

· Your performance must also be videotaped, edited and handed in on DVD disc.  Until this disc is received, your assessment is incomplete.

Performances

· There will be an opportunity for some students to perform at the concert night in week 8 of Term 1.  Performers will be chosen by audition.

· Those who do not perform at the concert will perform during class time.  Classroom performers should specify an imaginary context for their performance such as “a CD launch at X&Y” or “a live-to-air performance on ZZZ radio” etc.  

· As a student at MIC, it is highly recommended that you use this performance as an opportunity to create high quality promotional materials for yourself.

Technological features

· As part of the unit “Music in the Technological Rhelm” You must choose ONE of the following features for your performance

· A performance that features around an electronic instrument or device used in an innovative way eg: Live looping, Sampling, programmed backings, electronic drum kit, surround sound
· The use of either multiple cameras, or multiple microphones/signals for the DVD recording.
DVD Disc requirements

· Your performance must be videotaped on camera and recorded simultaneously using Pro Tools.  You must edit the video and audio together into one video file and burn to DVD disc.
The Criteria (see last page)

· Your performance should aim to:
· sensitively and consistently interpret the musical elements through your instrument or voice
· communicate a convincing and cohesive performance to your audience

· Ensure that you have carefully considered in relation to your performance piece:
· the context in which you are performing
· its specific genre
· the conventions relevant to consistently express the style of the piece
Assessment Conditions
	Small ensemble conditions:

· At least 3 minutes in length

· Using a melodic/harmonic instrument (including voice), drum kit or multi-percussion

· Up to eight performers, with one person per part

· Do not require preparation or performing from a score

· May be accompanied or unaccompanied to suit the style

	Solo Performance conditions:

· At least 3 minutes in length

· Using a melodic/harmonic instrument (including voice), drum kit or multi-percussion

· Does not require preparation or performing from a score

· May be accompanied or unaccompanied to suit the style

	Improvisation conditions:

· May be solo or ensemble performance and adhere to above conditions

· May be prepared or unprepared

	Conducting conditions:

· At least 3 minutes in length

· A live performance of an ensemble piece (any size or number of people per part)

· Two or more parts

· Prepared from a score but score may or may not be used for the performance

	Accompaniment conditions:

· At least 3 minutes in length

· Using a melodic/harmonic instrument (including voice), drum kit or multi-percussion

· May be an obligato

· Does not require preparation or performing from a score

· Does not follow the 8 persons requirement and may be of a solo or ensemble performances
